Year 11 into Year 12
Summer Transition Assignment
Theatre Practitioners

The aim of this assignment is to develop an understanding of the acting
techniques developed by theatre practitioners Brecht or Stanislavski.
Students will also research the social, historical and political influences on their
work. Knowledge of the work of these practitioners will allow students to
experiment with their own performance style in the future.

Introduction

The new AQA a level requires research and analysis of different practitioners
work. Being able to conduct research, evaluate research for effectiveness, and
link research to your own ideas and reflections are key skills in the A level
Drama and theatre studies. These skills will be used throughout the A level;
from researching practitioners theories and ways of working in the devising
module, to understanding social, cultural and political implications of
practitioners and playwrights work in the written exam.

Learning outcomes
- Understand the performance techniques developed by Stanislavski or Brecht.
- Understand the social, historical and political context of the work of Brecht or
Stanislavski.
- Understand the key features of Epic theatre or Naturalism in the theatre.

Task 1: Research
